Collection of simple pictures for one syllable words. 

Sort into multiple containers to differentiate by number of sounds and/or spellings.
Student picks a picture from the container identified by the teacher (for differentiation).
Student uses strategies (finger tapping, hand on arm, etc.) to determine number of sounds in the picture word.
Student cuts the picture into parts to correspond to the number of sounds.
Examples…
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In Word, student uses the text box tool ([image: image6.png]


) to create a box for each sound in the selected word.  The number of boxes should correspond to the number of cut picture parts.
                (cat)            (tiger)          (shoe)          (star)           (pig)


Activate each text box to increase the line style (width of line border ~ 4½ – 6 is good) and change the color to: green for the first sound, yellow (‘gold’ shows up better) for the middle sound(s), and red for the ending sound.

Student sets the alignment for the boxes to ‘center’ and types in the spelling (encode) of each sound in the associated box.

Student then types the the segmented letters as the word outside of the text boxes to see if the red zig-zag line of a misspelling appears.  If it does, student should activate the spelling tool. That is using technology as a way to check.  You may also want to have additional non-tech sources available: dictionary, teacher-made answer key, etc.  Corrections should then be made in the color-coded text boxes as necessary.

Student types their name on the document.
Students can print their work and may glue the cut pieces of the corresponding picture in order on the paper.  (Try to have duplicate pictures to allow for cutting errors.)
Students may also save their work to allow for revisits if desired.

OR…

Students may also save the cut pieces to ‘challenge’ another student to spell that word and compare their spellings.
